PLACE Corps Director

The director is responsible for overseeing all aspects of the PLACE Corps partnership program and reports dually to the Dean of the School of Education (external) and to the Department Chairperson (internal and academic).   

The Director is responsible for long and short-range planning, calendars, finances/budget, staff evaluation, housing of program members, and member handbook policies and documents. 

The Director is responsible maintains and develops relationships with Department of Catholic School staff and school principals and mentors, university supervisors, and program Advisory Board. 

The Director works with staff and oversees recruitment, interviews, selection, admission, placements, and orientation of each cohort, advising, academic program, spiritual pillar, program events and activities, 
The Director works with the School of Education on committees, program representative at meetings, etc. 

The Director is the program representative for the University Consortium for Catholic Education and assumes consortium administrative responsibilities.
